BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS REPORT
Treasurer’s Report

Mr. John Goins reported to the board that the Treasurer’s office has completed their preliminary and state audits.  The treasurer’s office has also received the books from the Commissioner of Revenue and is working with vendors at the present time for the printing of tax tickets for citizens.  The treasurer’s office has collected 93% of real estate and 92% of personal property taxes for 2011.  

Mr. Blessing asked how far down we were from last year at this time.  Mr. Goins stated about 1% from last year.

Mr. Johnson asked if Mr. Goins had looked into printing names of citizens who were delinquent in the Bland Messenger.  Mr. Goins stated that he had not looked into it, but that he thought he could get that done.  Mr. Johnson stated that at the August 30, 2012 financial meeting that the auditors thought it would be a good idea, that other localities had done that.

Extension Report 

Ms. Elizabeth Johnson gave a report of the following:  Day Camp with 28 participants; Big Walker Soil and Water sponsored a compost seminar; that we had 73 from Bland/Wythe attend camp, with the camp theme being:  Become a Super Hero; a trip to Hawaii with many compliments on the youths good behavior; that all of this is made possible with volunteer support and the support of the Board and parents.
